Katrina

Five years ago, Hurricane Katrina hit the Gulf Coast. United
Methodists have been involved in the recovery from the
beginning. More than 200,000 volunteers organized through

ht The United Methodist Church have flooded Louisiana and

bMississippi and helped thousands put their lives back
togetherOur own St. Johnds has
the rebuilding effort (2 summer youth/adult trips and 5
college/adult trips in the spring and fall).

United Methodists donated more than $64.5 million to the
Uni ted Met hodi st Commi ttee
efforts. UMCOR also managed another $66 million

regontributed from foreign governments in a project called

Katrina Aid Today. Because UMCOR funds are restricted to
helping people rebuild their homes, the United Methodist
Council of Bishops established the Katrina Recovery Appeal
to help rebuild churches and assist with other ministry needs.
That appeal raised nearly $5 million. But those are just the
official numbers, said the Rev. Chris Cumbest, pastor of St.
Paul United Methodist Churc
brought materials, Home Depot cards, gave money to the
